£1,077,000 Integrated Transport Block and £242,000 Local Transport 
Resource Fund, in accordance with the Council’s capital programme. 
 

b) delegated authority is given to the Corporate Director Economy and 
Environment to take all operational decisions over the lifetime of the 
funding, to deliver the investment set out in recommendation (a)

The Cabinet Member Roads and Regulatory Services took a decision on 
28 January 2025 to confirm the annual plan 2025/26 for the public realm 
services contract with Balfour Beatty Living Places. This decision 
authorised: 
 

 That: 

a) the annual plan for public realm services, as outlined at 
Appendix 1 of this report be approved as the basis for service 
delivery during 2025/26 subject to the confirmation of the 
revenue and capital budgets as detailed in paragraph 43 and; 

b) approval to spend the retained capital budget of £2,599,000 as 
detailed in paragraph 43;  

c) the Interim Chief Operating Officer be authorised to agree, 
through the Public Realm Contract governance arrangements, 
final adjustments to the programme (including any 
recommendations from the Strategic Partnering Board) and 
budget allocation to each of the Annexes and any in-year 
adjustments to the plan, within the overall budget; including the 
retained capital budget;  

d) the Interim Chief Operating Officer be authorised to implement 
and expend the Department for Transport (DFT) Local Highways 
Maintenance Funding Allocations for 2025/26 of £5,882m in 
accordance with the Highway Maintenance Plan.

Consultation: As part of the revised consultation process for key decisions, a Political Group 
Consultation was undertaken with Officers outlining the content of the Cabinet 
Member decision.  Ward Members and Parish Councils will be informed of 
works that are to take place in their area. 

Decision made: To award a contract (Works Order 40) to Tarmac Trading Ltd using the 
Council’s NEC 4 Framework Agreement, up to the value of £180,000.00 with an 
approved contingency of 10% to the value of £18,000.  
 
The works identified as shown within Appendix 1. 
 

Reasons for decision: In order to deliver the investment, as set out in the decision reports above. 
The works associated with the contract are resurfacing the network on a 
prioritisation criteria based on condition and need.  

Equality Considerations As a result of the selection of roads for investment as part of this decision is 
considered to have a positive impact on the protected characteristics of Age 
and Disability. The investment set out in this report is considered to have a 
neutral impact on the other protected characteristics. 
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Highlight any associated 
risks/finance/legal/ 
equality considerations: 

Finance: 
Under the selection process for the framework, Officers have used the 
quotation information provided which shows that the total of the prices of 
Tarmac Trading Ltd is likely to be significantly lower than the other Suppliers 
on the Framework based upon the quotation information submitted within the 
framework tender and therefore this Supplier gives the council good value for 
money.  
 
Of the £3m LTG Funding budget approved for highways works, £2.893m has 
already been committed/spent and as a result of this decision, a further 
£80,000 will be committed. 
 
£100k underspend has been identified within the LTP budget of which will be 
fully utilised within this decision.

The framework is operated under the NEC4 Framework Contract arrangements 
with NEC4 Engineering and Construction Short Contracts used for delivery of 
individual schemes.
